· The Board acknowledged that Zoning Ordinance No. 18 currently requires completion of a building permit project within two (2) years. The Board further noted that the ordinance is presently under review and proposed amendments include extending the completion timeline to three (3) years.
· Upon consideration, the Board determined that, provided the applicant complies with all current ordinance requirements, a three (3) year timeframe shall be permitted for completion of the proposed expansion under the issued building permit.
